SITE VISIT 1: Zaragoza: towards a sustainable mobility 

We will begin our visit at ETOPIA and walk for approximately 5-10 minutes to the Mobility Museum 

located by the river. 

During our time at the museum, a presentation will be provided by the Zaragoza Mobility Service, 

followed by a tour of the museum itself. 

After the visit, participants can choose to return to the city center by walking along the riverbank, which 

will take around 40 minutes, or they may opt for a shared taxi to the city center. For those staying near 

ETOPIA, it will be a short 5-10 minute walk back to their hotels.

The tour will include a visit to the headquarters of Zaragoza Vivienda, where participants will gain 

insight into their mission and vision. It will conclude at the central market, located near the hotels.
